VERY Candidate for the Office of Master
must be presented to a
Board of Installed Masters." So runs a
portion of our Installation Ritual. It

would appear from letters we have received , some of which
we have published, that the meaning of the phrase is not
understood by the Craft at large, or that the stipulation is
wantonly or carelessly ignored. Which is it '? The
requirement itself is certainly expressive, and should leave
no room for misunderstanding. Every Candidate shall be
presented to a Hoard of Installed Masters ! For what
purpose '? Can it be for any other than to prove , as a
(Jaudtila ie , that he is fitted for election ; and qualified in
all the other respects which are set forth in the recited
requirements for the position he seeks ? Wo think not.
Having satisfied those brethren who have a greater know-
ledge of the duties of a Master of a Lodge by reason oi
having themselves discharged such duties—more or less
efficientl y, as the case may be—the Candidate submits
himself for election , and being elected is installed ;—by
whom ? Not by a Board of Installed Masters , but by a
predecessor in the chair , or by some other qualified brother ,
m a Board of Installed Masters, and in accordance with
ancient custom. Can anything be much plainer or
more consistent with that due order of things which
did , does, or should characterise masonic work ? So
much for the meaning ; and now for the disregard of
the inj unction contained , if not in any constitutional
law , still in t' -.o ritual which is acknowledged, (not
m isolated cases , but generally), to be in accordance
with ancient custom , and, being such , to be uniformly

observed. Is it or is it not a fact that there is prac-
ticed in many parts of England, and more particularl y
where ancient masonic customs are almost religiously
preserved by Craftsmen , a form of ceremony for con-
stituting in due order and with much solemnity a "Board ,"
or, as it might be called , an "advanced Lodge " of
Installed Masters for purposes connected with the Installa-
tion of Masters of Lodges ? Is it not also a fact that in
the Metropolis , and quite immediately under the purview
of the Grand Lodge itself , this ancient ceremony, which
bears evidence of most careful consideration and deep
purpose , is unknown, or at any rate so little known that
its practice now and then becomes an event , and those
who seek to retain it as an integral part of a perfect whole
are looked upon with disfavour as pedants and innovators '.'
If these be not facts why should so much questioning
arise as to what is proper to be done or be left undone by
those who are interested in the purity and comprehensive-
ness of masonic ritual ?

In our last and present numbers will be found two letters
on what we consider cognate subjects , viz.: the " Hoard of
Installed Masters," and the " Qualifications of Candidates
for the Master's Chair." One writer asserts that the most
interesting ceremony connected with the Board of
Installed Masters, in which are conveyed certain sym-
bolical teachings which every Master of a Lodge should
know, but which a large majority have never had the oppor-
tunity of learning, was until just lately a dead letter to
him. The other proves that in some instances bye-laws are
necessary to ensure the operation now of what in earlier days
was a well-observed custom. We should be glad to know
from some authority, if such there be whose dictum
would have all the force of a command , what is or is not
proper to be observed by all lodges alike in regard to both
subjects. Confident that the general body of the Craft
would acquiesce in either the retention o^ an ancient
custom in connection Avith the ritual , or the entire abandon-
ment thereof , if after due consideration it should be
determined one way or the other by whomsoever has the
ability and right to determine , as well as the power to
enforce such determination , we should be content with
merely suggesting that this matter should at once receive
attention in high quarters. But past experience teaches
us that no such attention is likely to be given to any
wishes or complaints of those who really desire the pre-
servation of our ancient rites from interference or abandon-
ment , unless a strong resolve be made to raise the question
in Grand Lodge by constitutional procedure . We have no
ritual committee, as have some other Grand Lodges, and
failing such a court of appeal on ritualistic matters , Ave
look upon this subject as one Avhich might consistently be
referred to our Board of General Purposes.



THE ROYAL MA SONIC BENEVOLENT INSTITU-
TION FESTIVAL.

The Animal Festival of this Institution was held at Freemasons'
Hall , London , on Wednesday, the 27th ulto.. and was largely
attended. Bro. the Right Hon. tlie Earl of Euston , Prov. Grand
Master for North s and Hunts, presiding. The large Hall of the
Tavern was filled to its utmost capacity for dining purposes, and
the gallery was fully occupied by a charming company of ladies at
the opening of proceedings. The Chairman , supported by numerous
Grand Officers and distinguished Freemasons, was conducted to his
seat, and Grace having been said by Bro. the Rev. II. Cooper Smith,
the brethren sat down to banquet , the ladies retiring under the
charge of a numerous body of Stewards, to partake of the refresh -
ment provided for them, and to give place to a string and reed
band under the direction of Bro. II. .T. Caleott, which performed a
choice selection of favourite airs during dinner. "With the service
of dessert, and after Grace, the toasts of " The Queen." and "H.R.II .
the Prince of Wales. KG.. M.W.G.M.. the Grand Patron and
President of the Institution, the Princess of AVales. and the other
members of the Royal Family." were proposed and drank with
much enthusiasm, the band playing the appropriate anthems. Tlie
healths of "The M.W. Prov. Grand-Master. "' " The R.W. Deputy
Grand Master , and the present and past Grand Officers ," having
been also duly honoured, the hitter receiving an able response from
Y.W. Bro. Col. Shadwell H. Clerke. Grand \Secretarv. the Earl of
Euston (chairman) proposed the toast of the evening—'¦ Success to
the Royal Masonic Benevolent Institution for Aged Freemasons
and Widows of Freemasons." His LORDSI I1p said : I am quite
certain that the Craft in general must be pleased when we see this
grand assemblage of Stewards from every province under the
I'nited Grand Lodge of England present here this evening. It is a
number of Stewards that I may say it does me personally great
credit to see here from last year : whereas there were then 27(i.
this year there are 35S. (Cheers.) I hope that when tlie Secretary
reads out the lists the increased number of Stewards will show ail
increased list of subscriptions. (Cheers.) I trust you will pardon
me if I go back some fifty years to the foundation of this Institu-
tion. It is an Institution which was founded and suggested by the
then Most Worshipful Grand Master . H.R.II. the Duke of Sussex.
in IS 12, and since that time 730 aged Masons have been relieved
Avith annuities at the rate of .00 a year as long as they lived.
Alter the last election there were ISO annuitants on the list
receiving CIO a year, and I am sorry to say that there is an
enormous number AVIIO still want to come on that list. Times have
not gone well : what has hit one has hit another , and it has hit
some very hard. And when I tell you that there are CI candidates
for the next election , and only 11 vacancies, it will convey to your
mind how much we Avant to do beyond what we are doing iiow.
Our income from Grand Lodge and G rand Chapter for Aged Masons
—I mean men—is .ClIOO a year. The dividends on the funded
property is .CL12S a year , making a total of ,C2 ,02S a year. Our
deficiency every year, which has been made up, is C5 .1 72. N OAV .
brethren. Avhen you look at that you will feel with me that we
ought not every year to depend so entirely upon tlie subscriptions
of the Craft, but that we should go on doing what we arc doing to
the best of our ability—that Ave should use our income only in case of
need—that AVC ought to keep on increasing and increasing the
invested funded property, so that if a really bad year comes, which
God grant it may not , we may then take the income and say •• we can
tide over this." But if we get hard hit and ruwc to dip into our funded
property, where are we going to be the next year .' If once you begin
to dip into your reserve fund, you Avill find the next year you will
want to dip again, and the next year again, and in that way capital
will soon go. Let us be content, and in spite of having to say with
difficult words '• No : let us seek out the most deserving eases that
come before us, and give them the annui ties we can afford to snve.
and not try and go beyond our absolute power.'' There is another
branch of this Institution—the WidoAvs ' Fund—and after the last
election there Avere 230 widows receiving C32 a. year each, and some
of them are at the home of the Institution. That means ,C7.300 a
year. The income of the Institution is .CS.~*f» from Grand Lodge
and Grand Chapter and .CSS2 from their invested funds, making a
total of .CI.732 , leaving a deficiency of Cti. OOO . In plain language
that means that year by year, as brethren all come forward as you
have all done—those brethren AVIIO have the interest of the Craft at
heart , and endeavour to keep up not only the name but the spirit of
Charity— ,C] 5,000 yearly is wanted to keep this Institution
going Avithout touching the funds of the Institution . (Hear , hear.)
1 cannot tell you, but I suppose presently the Secretary will tell
you , what we have got to-night. I can onl y say it is a good l if t  on
the road towards that sum. (Cheers.) We cannot expect every
year such a lift, particularly after the Centenary of the Girls '
School, when the whole Craft was called upon and "answered in a
way that no Charities had ever been answered before, for on that
occasion C50 .<i00 Avas forthcoming on iho day of the celebration of
the Centenary of the Girls ' School at the Royal Alb ert  Hall a sum
that we trust may do good to that Institution , that may set it on its
legs. and . we hope , may enable it to make additions that they may
want, so that they may not want so much the next two or three
years ; they cannot expect it. They have raised an immense sum.
and yon must not forget the old saying that the young arc all vorv
well in their Avay, but there are many men and many widows who
are receiving the grants of C-K i and C32 a year respectively, some
of them living at their own homes, some of them Jiving down at
the Institution at Croydon. One old lady I saw there nn-self • -she
had been 25 years at the institution, and I may tell you that  before
she came there she had every luxury in the world : but when her
husband died he left her penniless, after she had been l iv ing in the
greatest, alfluence and ease, and that old lad y whom I saw liviii "-
there is content and happy in the. habitation provided for her by
this Benevolent Inst i tut ion . I do not want  to detain you Jong, but
1 do want to say one thing. 1 want you all to go back to" your

provinces and to your respective lodges and take back the thanks oI
the Benevolent Institution for sending you up here this evening,
and not only sending you up. but sending you up. as I trust you
will hear from the Secretary, with a full hand. I think there is
very little more to be said except this, that as we go on , so let us
pull together in that harmony and brotherly love which we always
have done, and let us never forget either one Charity or the other.
Let us keep the one great object of our Institution before us, and
Avhatcver the world may say of Freemasonry, whether they say that
AVO dine too well or we enjoy ourselves too much, let us have that
one consolation in our conscience, that wc are doing good in oArery
wav we possibl y can . (Applause.) Brethren. I give A'ou the toast
of the evening, and that is " Success to the Benevolent Institution
for Aged Mason s and Widows of Masons," and , Avhile asking you to
drink it heartily, I call upon Bro. Farnlield to reply to the toast.

Bro. J. A. FA R N P I  I ;LD . in responding to the toast , said : The large
assemblage that Ave have here to-night does my heart good , because
I fullv believe that when so large a number of Mason s are assembled
together, the outcome of that assembly will be a very large total ol
the lists of the Stewards of the money that has been brought in.
It was with fear and trembling the Committee approached this
year, because in reviewing our balance sheet at the last General
Committee, we found that last year Ave Avere something like .C2 ,000
to the bad : and after the bumper FestiAral that the Girls' School
had Ave cannot hope to have as large a sum this year as the last.
But everything comes to those that hope and do not despair , and
seeing you all assembled round us to support his lordship in the
chair. Ave have eA'ery lurpe that the total to-night Avill not be less
than last year, but that it will be more. (Cheers.) In that hope I
am sure you all Avill agree Avith me, and , therefore. I Avill not
further trespass upon your time, but thank you all on behalf of the.
Committee and Executive of the Institution for so kindly
responding to the toast. (Applause.)

QUALIFICATIONS FOR MASTERSHIP.

DEAR SIR AND BROTHER.
In reference to this important subject Avhich I observe has been

treated of in the earlier numbers of your j ournal, I send you an
extract from the Bye-LaAvs of one of our lodges, with Avhich I am
closely connected :—

" No brother to be eligible for the office of W.M . unless he has
seiwed the office of "Warden in this lodge twelve months ; neither
shall he be eligible for the office of AV.M. unless he is capable of
opening and closing the lodge in the three degrees, and Avorking
the ceremonies : the qualification of such candidates shall be
certified by a Board of Past Masters prior to his election, and no
prei'erence shall be given to seniority in the craft , hut to personal
Avorth and merit only."

This rule has been in operation for maiij* years : in fact I think I
can ansAver for 22 or 23 years, and I am happy to say that during*
the Avhole of that time Ave have only had one case in Avhich the
P.M's could not recommend the S.AV. as duly qualified.

In my opinion it is a most salutary rule, because Avhen a brother
takes office he knoAvs that unless he makes himself acquainted with
the working it Avill be useless for him to aspire to the office of AV.M..
consequently he sets to Avork in earnest, and generally with a good
result.

Of course it is a rule which should be applied Avith some discretion .
because Ave cannot expect every one to be Avord perfect, and we
have never draAVii a hard and fast line in this respect, more
especiall y if Ave had reason to believe that the brother had Avorked
hard and tried his best to be proficient. It undoubtedly acts as a
filli p to the lazy and careless ones, and that is the great'point.

I suppose it Avas I AV I IO
made him chaplain , and I had his Avord that he did not require any
other office ; but I have no hesitation in saying that he is a great
acquisition to the Sandgate Lodge, and having said that I Avill go
on to the chief question involved, and deal \vith "P.M . 1 .13(i ." 1
hope IIOAV the subject is opened , that it will be the means of getting
the, military brethren Avhat thoy require, or a good reason shown
Avhy they should not have it, and (if possible) stop internal and
external squabbles in connection Avith the lodge. To this end I
propose to put the following* questions for solution :—

1. Are military brothers entitled to the same advancement in
the craft as civilians /

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2. Consistent Avith the nature of their occupation, can anything
fairer be done for them by existing laAvs .'

3. Have they been fairly dealt with in the Sandgate Lodge .'
In reply to first question. I take it that feAv lodges expect the

military to be mere financiers , and no right thinking brother Avill
eiiA'.v them all the honour their status and ability may deman d at
our hands. They are more than average patrons of the craft , both
in numbers and contributions, having frequently to join different
lodges and constitutions, to enjoy masonic privileges. The reason
they j oin in greater numbers is one Ave may all bo proud of , viz.,
their duty take-*- them to move foreign countries than any other
mason on the face of th > globe, and it is probably the OH IA' chance
open to them to make lite pleasant outside the family circle or their
OAVII regiment , and create that kindly and brotherly feeling and
intercourse between ourselves and the numerous races the G.A.O.T.U.
has destined us to rule oA*er. and Avhich AVC all so much desire.

In answer to No. 2, I say that more can be done for them, and is
done at most other militarA* stations. Avithout infringing upon the
Book of Constitutions, by P.G. Master recommending a prayer of
petition for an ordinary Avarrant. and a paragraph in bye-laAVs
regulating the proportion of ciA*ilians to be admitted, so that the
military always predominat e in lodges formed for their benefit.
The military have founded many lodges, only to find that in a few
years they have had no A'oice in them , and it Avill always be the
case, Avithout some safeguard of this kind. "P.M. 1,-1315 *' should
know that a '* Class Lodge " Avas never asked for , and that a purely
military lodge has no chance of being granted since 1882.

In answer to No. 3. I believe the military haA'e a very substantial
grievance against this particular lodge, and the present correspond-
ence does not bear out P.M.'s statement ** that there has alwavs
been the greatest goodwill, ku." I say that they have never agrci d
amongst themselves. There has of late years been a clique to the
destruction of all harmony and masonic spirit , and I am not A-ery
proud of being a P.M. of a lodge where another P.M. will lead any-
one to believe that the chair has been given six or seven times to a
soldier or sailor. The lodge Avas founded by Captain Coates in
1873, and since then the only soldier that has eA*er been in the chair
is Bro. Field, and that is 11 years ago, and some years one or two
soldiers have been given office and in others they have been given
nothing, although the chief support has been derived from them.
IIOAV can he possibly quote a '" Serving Bro." to pi*OA*e advancement
to military brethren .' Worthy as our Brother Tyler undoubtedly
is. he has ncA'cr been a soldier since the lodge Avas formed.

Many instances could be quoted to show how little hope there is
for harmony in this lodge, and but that your space is v-aluable I
would give particulars. Probably in a future letter you may
permit me the opportunity to explain reasons why an endeavour to
remedy the existing evil should have met Avith the approval of the
provincial authorities instead of an unqualified rejection.

AVould you rather us help you from the doors of the Avorkhouse and
lead you into decent surroundings, by stopping the supply of rum
and 'bacca to the heathen of Central Africa. Tut, Tut ! a pretty
state of things, indeed. One would imagine almost the docking of
turtle soup to pay you Avages for sAveeping the roads.

In spite of my guarded remarks, my par of last Aveek has brought
me into sad disgrace with several of our Avortlty brethren Avho are
•' publicans." They must look at the question in its broadest view
and from an impartial position before they discuss masonic lodges
being held in public houses.

lie informs her that the Rev. Mumbles has left the vicarage in evcrA*
one's debt, and she. tells him- of the terrible shindy last night between
the Captain and his Avife. and that the former appeared at the break-
fast-table this morning Avith a " lovely pair." I believe very strongly
in the freedom of the Press ; Avhen this freedom degenerates into
impudence, the freedom of the Avhip should be brought into greater
prominence.

I Ins reminds me of that eminently modern journ alistic
invention the ** Dramatic Critic. " The impudence of this gentleman
is unbounded. His powers of expression are limited to a dozen set
phrases—obsolete, vul gar , and for the most part meaning less to the
general reader. His appreciation or disapproA'al of any new play is
supremel y indifferent  to a man of dramatic knowledge Avho Avill
have long since discovered such appreciation or disapproval , is regu-
lated by the quantity of Avhiskey Avhich II OAVS from a particular
quarter during a particular space of time, and by the degree of
acquaintanceship which exists between the critic and. the raxle .

Perhaps this is not altogether surprising Avhen Ave remember thai-
London alone possesses an aA-erage of one-and-a-half dramatic
critics to every professional mummer in the United Kingdom. The
gentlemen qualified to give an opinion upon the dramatic produc-
tions in the Metropolis may be counted on the fingers of both
hands ; and among that number must be included "Launcelot
Gobbo ," A\dio has giA*en the readers of the MASONIC STAR the
benefits of his experience.

AA'onders will never cease, " Groom's," the little coffee and
muffin den in Fleet Street has actually undergone the process of a
spring clean. The Bohemian Avails have been neAvly papered, and
the sacred boards have been >r-covered (as the decorator persists in
calling it) Avith brand neAv linoleum. But this is not all : the greasy
little girls, A\dio have for years identified themselves or their class
with Groom s, haATe all disappeared. Their ceaseless chatter and
party bickerings haA^e gone Avith them. No longer do we Avait our
coffee Avhile the details of some feminine difficulty is adjusted to
the satisfaction of the entire staff. Young ladies of the modern
type IIOAV dispense the breakfast muffin and the choppy luncheon.
Particular attention is given to deportment, and to grammatical
expressions, and the modulated tones of the mistress of the coffee
pots as she gives her directions—via the lift—to the mysterious cook
in the loAver regions, savours more of the high class academy thani
of Fleet Street. HoAvever , I like Groom's. The coffee is very good
—almost excellent—and the muffins—Avell , if they onl y would toast
mine a little more thoroughly. I Avould name them the best in the
market.

A A*ery excellent mason has paid the debt of nature in the person
of Bro. Phillip James Shelley, of Deptford . He Avas a good man.
indeed, far beyond the usual acceptation of the term : no man Avith
a just claim appealed to him in Arain for assistance, and it is a signifi-
cant fact that never Avas his good nature and human kindness imposed
upon. Over the remains of three of his servants he had erected a
monument at his OAVII expense, upon which his own name had been
engraved , and under Avhich a space for his OAVII bod y Avas reserved,
against his decease. Seventy-nine years of a honored existence go
doAvn with him, and with him the regret of a host of people he had
benefited in some way or another. May his body and his soul gain
that rest he so much sought after.

The Shops (Av eekly Halt-holiday) Bill , which Avas printed yester-
day, seeks to empoAver local authorities, upon the application of not
less than two-thirds of the occupiers of shops Avithin a given
distance , to order that all shops within such district, except public-
houses, refreshment houses, tobacconists' shops, and neAvs-agencies
shall " be closed on one specified day in each Aveek at or before any
hour, not earlier than tAvo o'clock in the afternoon.'' The penalty
for a breach of the order is to be a line not exceeding .t.*i. A savinsr.
clause exempts chemists and druggists from liability for supplyinsr
medicines, drugs, or medical appliances after the appointed hour":
but they are required to close their shops all the same. The occupier
of a shop is permitted to supply goods to any person lodging on the
premises. I sincerely hope that no such measure as this Avill e\rer pass
the Avatch-gates of common sense. Many of our tradesmen are sur-
rounded by restrictions Avhich encroach far upon the freedom of the
subject, and handicaps them heavil y against the unblushing-
foreigner. I Avonder AA'hat Sir John Avould say to our compelling him
to work no later than tAvo o'clock on one day in ihe Aveek . Sir
.Tohn, I fancy, prides himself upon his endless labours. I have
letters from him in my possession which plainly shew he has far
more to occupy his time than he can properly discharge. Go to .
John of the Lubbock ilk, you have done good work in your cay.
and Avill undoubtedly do a great deal more, but don't pose so
foolishly as a defender of the Avorking classes. I can prove to your
satisfaction, Sir John , that such ridiculous legislation as you are
attempting has nothing but evil results in front of it.

The stones of Temple Bar have been set up one upon another, and
although the associations of the old gateway are for CA'er lost, still
it is something to have reclaimed the remains from the despoiling
mind of the City men. Travellers to AValthain will discoA'er the
Bar converted into an entrance gateway to "Theobalds ," Sir Henry
Meux's place, in this charming suburb of London. For small
mercies let us be thankful. AVe should have liked Temple Bar
rehabilitated in the Temple Gardens , for Avhich purpose several
charming spots were aAiiilablc. But the Temple fathers had no
affection for the gate ; the City grandfathers had nothing but
hatred for it. and so an oppulent brcAver accepted, the stones , and
thus the drama ends. I hope I am modest beyond the dreams of
suspicion , but the one man AVIIO rescued the masonry from its
tomb in the Farringdon Road, and Avorried the Corporation into
some action in the matter Avas your A'ery deA*oted scribbler .
